For Route 1, left on Spring Street

Return to Preservation Trust office.

For Route 2, continue on West Hampton Avenue and cross Church Street,
leaving Hampton Heights

West Hampton becomes Marion Avenue

Continue on Marion until reaching the Mary Black Foundation Rail Trail
Left on the Rail Trail

Left on Henry Street
